Dauphin and Perry Counties Office Fact Sheet

Mission: We provide critical help for those with critical needs. We are the legal safety net for low-
income persons and for domestic violence survivors in Dauphin and Perry Counties. We advise and
represent on civil issues: domestic violence, custody, housing, health care, consumer, elder law and
public benefits. The largest part of our caseload is family law cases. We do not handle criminal cases.

Funding: Government funding is our primary source of funding. The Pennsylvania Legal Aid Network
(PLAN) provides 46% of our funds. PLAN distributes funds earned as interest on legal escrow accounts
(IOLTA) and federal Title XX monies. The Legal Services Corporation provides 35% of our funds.
Additional monies are obtained from local groups, private foundations, and individuals. We also receive
funding from the United Way of the Capital Region, the Dauphin County Bar Association and the Victims
of Crime Act.
